Year-End Award Rules:

e Each nomination form is for 1 Rider, 1 Horse and 1 Division
e Adult and youth in all divisions
e 3 Divisions Division A — Buckskin (Buckskin, Dun & Grulla)
Division B — Buckskin Bred (Offsprings of Buckskin, Dun & Grulla)
Division C — Open (any Equine breed, gaited, mules etc.)
e Divisions A & B horses must be registered with IBHA
e Rider must be a current member of the Ohio State Buckskin Association
e Nomination form must be submitted by March 30th
e Nomination fee is $25 for adult riders and $15 for youth riders
e Year-end awards are based upon the numbers of hours logged from April 1**-October 31
e Hours logged may include any riding time that is not done as part of a formal training program or in a show
arena
e Nominees should use the official OSBA Trail Riding Log to submit their records to the Trail riding Program
Coordinator (form on OSBA website)
e Trail riding hours must be submitted by November 1st
e There will be Grand and Reserve in each division based on total number of hours logged
Questions/Comments may be directed to the Trail Riding Program Coordinator:
